NOT A DENOMINATION.”  
Every-so-often brethren spout out 
the same old line, “The church is 
merely a denomination.”  You can-
not be a member of any New Testa-
ment church today.  I would not 
want to be if I could.  Same old 
song, same old verse.”  We need to 
return to thinking and Bible 101! 
Jesus did not say, “I will build my 
denomination” (Matthew 16:18).  
“The Lord added the saved to His 
denomination” (Acts 2:47).  Jesus 
bought His denomination with His 
own blood” (Acts 20:28).  Jesus is 
the head of His own denomination 
(Ephesians 1:21-23).
